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Summary of the Proposal on Clubhouse Use

Proposal:  Make the Clubhouse available to Association members for new activities and functions both to increase the number of members who take advantage of the facility and to generate funding for the Clubhouse Fund.

Overall purpose and intent of activities in the Clubhouse would be to provide a place for recreational, social, educational opportunities for the enjoyment and/or betterment of Owners and Residents of Lake Bernard.
1.  Playgroup on any morning where parents can share hosting toddlers’ playgroup activities/ movies for little kids, movies etc. 

2. Summer Association Executive meetings, information sessions such as shoreline workshops; boating courses; loon count presenters; naturalist lectures; blue-green algae information presentations etc. 
3. Social events such as Casino nights, dances, theme movie nights, parties (quiet ones like baby showers); craft demonstrations; wood working demonstrations etc.
4. Other ideas will be welcome from the membership.
Rules of engagement:

1. A “contract” signed by the Chair/Director of the Clubhouse Committee/or alternate composed of a committee member, and the person  who is wanting to use the facility that would stipulate the following:

a. Any lake property owner can sign the contract to “rent” the Clubhouse. At this time no commercial enterprise is allowed to rent the Clubhouse.
b. A refundable damage deposit of $100.00 will be returned or a portion of it will be returned after the Chair/Director or alternate’s inspection. 
c. Non-refundable fee of $25.00 per hour and if the property owner is not  a member of the association then an additional cost of a membership fee of $35.00 for each event will be  payable by cheque to the Owners’ and Residents’ of Lake Bernard Association. This would go toward maintenance of the facility, insurance and operating costs.
d. Non-refundable fee covers the use of the Clubhouse building and includes inside tables and benches, chairs, canteen fridge, all lighting and outside parking. 
e. Supply own cleaning supplies including pails of water cleaning, wash cloths, and brooms and dust pans.

f. Take away any garbage and recycle materials the “rentee” generates.  

g. No one under the age of 21 years old can sign the contract to “rent” the clubhouse. 

h. No vandalism, alcohol/drugs or smoking.

i. Rentee will follow the procedures as laid out in Appendix A for opening and closing up the Clubhouse. 

j. Clubhouse setup and take down within a set period of time i.e. the next day  

k. Rentee will bring a flashlight to use at the outhouse.
l. Closing up by 2300 hours at the latest and opening no earlier than 0900 hours.
m. Canteen supplies are available to be purchased by event attendees at the posted prices, an inventory usage report will be completed and reported to the Chair/Director of the Clubhouse Committee/or alternate composed of a committee member.  
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
